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The Bachelor of Arts in Global Studies at Musashi University is an interdisciplinary degree organized around three
global studies concentrations: Global Relations, Global Communication, and Global Cultural Studies. This broad liberal
arts curriculum serves to equip students with knowledge and critical understanding of globalization and its various
related issues, past and present, while also recognizing the importance of using this knowledge in constructing
visions for the future. With a significant portion of the curriculum delivered in English, students develop advanced

English language competence, intercultural awareness, and critical thinking and problem-solving skills, as they
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explore a range of disciplinary perspectives. Students may choose to focus on one of the three themes in the program
or they may decide to construct their own specialization by combining courses from across each of the themes. The
degree is designed to be completed over the course of four years during which students are strongly encouraged to

spend time studying abroad at one of the university’s partner institutions.

Academic Standing is determined by the student’s GPA and English Proficiency Test results.

The two categories for academic standing are explained below:

1. Good Academic Standing: To be in good academic standing only indicates that a student is achieving at or above
minimally acceptable levels. Students are considered to be in good academic standing if they have both a minimum

or higher required English test score and a cumulative required GPA at the end of each academic year.

2. Probation: Students are placed on probation if they fail to meet the minimum requirements for good academic
standing. In addition to regular guidance and consultation provided by an Academic Supervisor or the Academic
Director, students on probation will be required to meet at regular intervals, as specified by an Academic Supervisor
or the Academic Director, to develop a plan for improving their academic performance. Additionally, students
on probation are required to obtain permission from their Academic Supervisor or the Academic Director, when

registering for some courses in Global Studies Program. Please check the syllabus for relevant courses.
